The Facts
• 1 in 3 people will suffer a disability for more than 3 months 
before they reach 65 years.
• Around 10,000 cases of Prostate Cancer and 11,300 cases 
of Breast Cancer are  diagnosed each year.
• Approx. 48,000 people have a stroke each year.
• 1 in 3 men and 1 in 4 women will be diagnosed with 
malignant cancer before the age of 75.

The need For Adequate Cover
If you are not adequately covered financially by appropriate 
insurances such as Life Cover, Total and Permanent 
Disability (TPD) Cover, Trauma Cover and Income Protection, 
severe financial hardship may be added to a family crisis.

As a starting point, you need to make sure you can pay 
off your debts and ensure you do not have to sell assets, 
including the family home, or any other properties you own.

Next, you need to ensure you will have sufficient funds to 
pay medical costs and to provide an adequate income to 
meet ongoing expenses. Centrelink benefits provide some 
help, but hardly enough in most circumstances.
